Choptank Area Mark “D” (R“10”) to starboard and round Mark “O” (Choptank River Light) to
port (29.2 nautical miles).

Finish: Between orange flag on Race Committee boat (LEAVE RACE COMMITTEE BOAT TO
PORT) and Choptank Area Mark “N” (R*2”) off Tred Avon Yacht Club. Yachts finishing after
sundown SHALL illuminate their sail numbers for at least 30 seconds at the finish line. If
course is shortened, finish between orange flag on Race Committee boat and designated
course rounding mark, either Bell G*7” (off Blackwalnut Point), or Mark “O” Choptank River

Light.
